Community Television is an opening up of
the airwaves to the community at large to
both produce and broadcast alternative pro-
gramming which celebrates diversity in the
community and in which everyone can par-
ticipate. Community Television is a tool for
development where geographical communi-
ties and communities of interest can, engage
with FCTV to make their own programmes
and then broadcast them on their own chan-
nel.

Community TV differs from Local TV, and
from Public Service TV, in that it is television
made by the community for the community, it

is not-for-profit and is owned and controlled
by the community it serves. Community
Television is about much more than simply
broadcasting programmes. It is a long-term
development process that enables communi-
ties to access training, equipment and re-
sources to make programmes but also to
participate in the running of the channel

itself.
